Economic and financial capacity of tenderer (based on i.a. item 3 of the tender form for a supply contract). In case of tenderer being a public body, equivalent information should be provided. The reference period which will be taken into account will be the last five years for which accounts have been closed.

a) The average annual turnover of the tenderer must exceed the amount of the financial offer for each lot tendered.

b) Current ratio (current assets/current liabilities) in the last year for which accounts have been closed must be at least 1.

Professional capacity of tenderer (based on i.a. items 4 and 5 of the tender form for a supply contract). The reference period which will be taken into account will be the last  five years from submission deadline.

3. The tenderer has delivered supplies under at least 1 contract of similar nature - delivery of equipment suitable for Internet of Things, including sensors and/or filters (where the Tenderer’s proportion was greater than 50% of the submitted financial offer).
